Brothers,

So many great things are happening in SigEp. From new
programs, to individual honors, to great events and lasting
memories. The alumni have given so much support that we
can’t even begin to show how much we appreciate it. With
that in mind, here is your undergraduate update for Fall of
2007.

For Homecoming Week, we were paired with Kappa
Delta (still as beautiful as you all may remember) and are having
tons of fun.  We are proud to have to brothers on the
Homecoming Court, Senior Raj Nair and Sophomore Stephen Englehaupt- that's right, a
Sophomore, one of the youngest members to ever be on court.  These two young leaders continue
a tradition of SigEps representing the University that has been going on for decades.

The chapter is now over 80 men, and is on pace to be 120 by the end of Winter.  Much of
this growth can be attributed to one person, Ryan Dressler.  He is in his second year as Vice
President of Recruitment and doing an incredible job. In addition to the size of our brotherhood,
our academic numbers are as high as they’ve ever been. In the Spring we posted the Universities
highest GPA with a 3.43.   As aligns with our culture of constant improvement, we have set a 3.5
GPA as our fall quarter goal.

The biggest development this year has been the implementation of “Sound Body” Stan-
dards.  For as long as I can remember, brothers have been concerned about a lack of accountability
in the “Sound Body” department.  We answered their call by researching and developing fitness
standards for the entire chapter.  Brothers will be assessed once per quarter in the fields on
the 1-mile run, push-ups, sit-ups, pull-ups, flexibility and a one legged squat balance test.
To coincide with this health revolution we have developed a program called the “Road to Rich-
mond.”   Each week brothers simply mail in their physical activity for the week (rock climbing,
tennis, jogging, etc.) and that is computed into approx. calories burned and then into “miles.”   The
miles are tracked on a United States map in the weight room which has a path marked all around
the country stopping at every Buchanan Cup chapter from 2007.  The entire trip is about 12,400
miles.  You can imagine how many calories will be burning to reach that goal.

The chapter leadership is also very strong. We have a very active group of seniors this year,
headed up by Nathan Weber, Ryan Dressler and myself.  The three of us share 6 terms on the
executive board.  Seeing the potential vacuum that the 15-20 graduating seniors could leave be-
hind, our focus has been to have as many SigEp conversations with as many "up and comers" as
possible.  I am happy to report that many young men are already being educated for leader-
ship positions next year.  Honestly, if  we had to transition today, younger brothers could fill in
immediately, and no one on the inside or outside of the organizations might notice. That’s prom-
ising news for a productive future.

As impressive as his professional life was, it was almost
overshadowed by his personal life.  Ray loved a good time, and
made sure that everyone around him did too. From his “Saturday
Night Fever”  white suit and red patent leather shoes, to hopping
on his Harley in full biker leathers, Ray was the epitome of the
“sharp dressed man” from the same song by ZZ Top. He held a
black belt in Karate, did professional modeling, and acting, which
he combined into one of his seminal achievements, playing the
part of  a badass assassin in the full-length movie, The Courier, by
noted indie filmmaker Greg Sabo.

Ray is survived by his loved and loving wife, Tanna, as
well as his son, Drake, and his 3 dogs.  They will miss his intrepid
rooting for the Buckeyes and Browns.

Ray carried a special love for Sig Ep and Ohio Gamma since
his days as an undergraduate.  He often credited the lessons learned as
a brother with the success that followed him throughout his adult life.

Ray believed so strongly in the values of Sigma Phi Epsilon, that he left a gift of $50,000 to The Ohio Gamma
Foundation.

So the next time you are reminiscing about the good times you had as a Sig Ep, hoist a cold
one to “Spock”.   I know he’ll be smiling with us. (As told by Brother Jim Crossley, Ohio Gamma ’71).

Past Ohio Gamma Vice President, Gene Slaymaker (‘46), was inducted into the 2007
Indiana Broadcast Hall of Fame on October 4, 2007 at Robert Irsay Pavilion in Carmel, Indiana.
The veteran radio newsman was honored for his 32-year broadcasting career in Columbus,
Youngstown, and Cleveland, as well as Indianapolis.

Slaymaker has won more broadcast journalism awards than any other broadcaster in
Indiana history. As news director for WTLC-FM and WTUX-AM in Indianapolis, he established
the station’s staff  as the most honored news organization in the history of the national black
radio industry. Along the path to success for Brother Slaymaker, he endured death threats for
his work in black radio. He pays credit to many of the African-American reporters who got their
start at WTLC during his time there.

He previously served award winning news organizations in Ohio and Indiana: WLW-C in
Columbus, WKBM-AM/FM-TV in Youngstown, KYW-AM/FM-TV in Cleveland, and WFBM
Radio and Television in Indianapolis.

Slaymaker is a former President of the Indiana Professional Chapter of the Society of
Professional Journalists. He also served as the radio and television news directors Regional Direc-
tor for Indiana and Illinois.

‘66, expands its initiative to gather information about the glorious history of the Ohio Gamma
chapter of Sigma Phi Epsilon. For the decade of 1970s, brother Mark Stevens has compiled
memories to share with his brothers..

“From Woodruff to Waldeck” as told by Brother Mark Stevens

The late 60’s through the early 70’s certainly were exciting and memorable times for the brothers of Ohio Gamma.

Leadership in campus activities was the hallmark of the chapter. OUA, Traditions Board Staff, Ohio Staters, student
government, intrafraternity governance and so many other campus organizations bore the stamp of Sig Ep leadership. Sig
Eps also received many campus honors and awards. This was a really great time to be an Ohio State Sig Ep.

Our brotherhood was set in a time frame of a National Football Championship, Big Ten Basketball Champions, heightened
campus and national concern over the war in Viet Nam and campus unrest over university policies. But, through it all the
brotherhood prevailed.

What follows are snippets of people and events that made up our lives in the old house and Pi and carried with heavy hearts
to a new start on Waldeck after the University, through Dean Thompson, brokered the move after condemning the Woodruff
properties.

It was late when the brothers gathered, led by brothers Misener and Conkle in their dress ROTC uniforms.
They led the procession of most of the chapter up the steps to the dorm by candlelight. The procession
snaked past dorm god’s rising form to surround a brother who had fallen by the wayside. Brother Misener
presented the charges from a scroll and by acclamation Brother Grundemann was removed for a brotherhood
session to return him to the proper path.

Baby Rags stopping his convertible at High and 15th, effectively closing High Street after crushing Michigan
and securing a Rose Bowl appearance. Beating O.J. and ending the season as #1.  Mario’s Corvette. The
Regatta. The Char Bar, Both Charberts, the Huddle, Balfours, Long’s and SBX, the Seren and Thirsty I,
Hymies, Quisinos, Macs.  Schedule changes at Derby with long, long lines. The Sangyman and the comments
hurled his way.

Brown’s impromptu trip to Springfield with a couple of his closest friends he just met. Mike Reed’s ability
to clone beautiful blonds. Gille and Skapic’s hair. Harrison’s tennis and fix-ups for pledges.  Criqui’s flying
and shooting, Tac’s scholarship and fencing, cool Jim’s skiing. The Tranovich brothers and their Charger’s
encounter with a COTA bus. Lou Tosi’s eloquence concerning the brothers’ start by smelling, looking , and
transition to becoming it.

Losing to Michigan at Michigan and Teets threatening to even the score. An incredibly long drive home
followed by shocked acceptance and the countdown to next year. The bridge games in the living room.

Jerry Steiner and his stories of the boardwalk. From the womb of Godzilla —Rodan, Flippo and Jeff
Odenwald. Richie Moores’ unbelievable true experiences.
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John Barta dropping a spectator at an intramural football game. Tom Etter’s car in an accident on the way
to a pledge ditch. Skits during initiation activities. Deadwood ranch. Mom Perkins and Young Carl’s penny
pitching.

Campus unrest followed by Kent State led to surreal experiences. Playing basketball behind the house as
tear gas wafted by. Brothers on opposing sides of the issues sitting together at the dinner table. Bailing
Emch out of jail, watching the Columbus Police enforce curfew on the next door apartments and then
entering the house and watching the news of U.S. Troops entering Cambodia. Then campus closed after
the National Guard arrived

Harry Goldsmith’s incredible summer-fall rush operation culminating in a large, talented pledge class. The
brotherhood focus with ‘Plowboy’ newsletters and rush functions across the state increased chapter cohesion.
A summer retreat to Chris Cases’ cottage at Lake Erie was really fun.

Spender worrying about _ _ PChem. Ashley as flower child. Brap and Grundemann downing 5 gallons of
liquid leftovers from Purple Passion, then Fang handing Woodard the large pot from the kitchen for a
reprise of Niagra Falls. Parties on “Theme  night” up in the Stevens-Case room at the top of the stairs and
the origin of the”Mole”. How about the Mole swirlie!

Moving to the Waldeck house with significant worksessions was a bittersweet time. The success of rush
was a big plus and the advent of little sisters buoyed our spirits.
